You are required to ride the bus to and from Washington DC.  No one is permitted to pick you up at the National 4-H Center in Washington, D.C. No exceptions will be allowed. You will be traveling with outstanding older teen 4-H members from Ohio and adult chaperones. Your primary chaperon for the trip will be: Michelle Chanay, Holmes County and Carla Hopton, Meigs County.
