This letter serves as the “final” update and information supplement for non-livestock events and activities at the 2010 Ohio State Fair.  For primary informational reference, please refer to the 2010 Ohio 4-H State Fair Guidebook, which is available, on-line at the following website address:  www.ohio4h.org/statefair/guidebook.  We ask that you read carefully the Guidebook and the attached materials so that you will be able to provide each exhibitor with all the important and necessary information he or she will need.

The State Fair Guidebook contains letters to 4-H exhibitors providing important information in specific project areas.  These letters should be photocopied on your county letterhead, unless they are already on letterhead, and sent to the appropriate exhibitors from your county.  The letters contain information (e.g., schedules, what to bring, judging criteria, rules, score sheets, etc.) to provide for a positive experience at the Ohio State Fair.  Many 4-H’ers, parents, and advisors will be experiencing their first Ohio State Fair.  We hope these letters will assist you in providing them with positive encouragement and complete information to guide them through their State Fair experiences.   Please note the enclosure list on the participant letters and include all the items indicated.

Please pay close attention to the following specific categories of information.

Admission Tickets

Non-Livestock 4-H Exhibitors

Single-day Junior Fair participant admission tickets and parking passes will be mailed to each county from the State 4-H Office for non-livestock events.  You will receive the same number of admission tickets as you did last year.  You must return any unused tickets and the Ticket Audit Form to Allen Auck at the State 4-H Officer no later than August 30.  You are accountable for all tickets issued to you and the accurate accounting.

Livestock Exhibitors
The State Fair Livestock Office will provide exhibitor tickets for State Fair livestock shows at the time they register.  These tickets are not included in your county allotment from the Livestock Office.  Livestock judging and dog passes will be sent at a later date.

Ohio State Fair Info
General admission prices are as follows:  Adults, $10, Children 5-12 and Seniors (60+), $8; Children under 5 admitted FREE.  Parking:  $5 per vehicle.  Easy access to parking areas from I-71 at 17th Ave. Exit.  Handicapped parking available.  Discount Advanced Sale Tickets are available at Kroger, Ticket Master outlets, and AAA Auto Club offices at a cost of $6 each through August 9. County Extension Professionals
An Ohio Fair Managers pass will admit one automobile and two persons (and all children under 12 years of age) at no charge.  The Fair Managers Pass does not cover parking expenses.  These are provided through local County Agricultural Societies.  Once admission tickets have distributed to all 4-H participants and drivers, Extension professionals may make use of them.
