The following is an example from an Excel file that was exported from Youth Enrollment.

The formula will combine three columns into one.  The above example would list the data that is contained in those three columns into one:  Jim Betsy Elder

Export your data from Youth Enrollment into an Excel file. Copy the above formula into the cell that you want the three combined. In our example I would put the curser be in the cell under names combined. Click on the cell that you just created and on the lower right side of the cell grab the cell and drag it down to copy the formula into the rest of the cells.
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
