The following SQL statements have been created by Matt Davis in Athens Co. to help counties make changes to project numbers.

Before you make any of these changes make sure that you save your data!!!   The SQL can be copied and pasted into Word and then copied and pasted into Help|Troubleshooting|SQL . Then select Go File|Execute


This SQL changes the project number in the member's screen. When ever you change project numbers and then go to the members screen the old project number is still listed without a description. The SQL will change the number listed in the member project screen and show the new number and description.

Example: update Youth2d.db set ProjectID ='800' where ProjectID='570' 
update Youth2d.db set ProjectID ='NEWPROJECT#' where ProjectID='OLDPROJECT#'    This command changes PROJECTID in the Member/Project Link Table
 


This SQL changes the project number when you go to file / club/unit codes. Example; update Youth2d.db set ProjectID ='800' where ProjectID='570' 



update Youth2c.db set ProjectID ='NEWPROJECT#' where ProjectID='OLDPROJECT#'    This command changes PROJECTID in the Project Information Table
