Definitions and Information

ETHNIC CLASSIFICATION

Hispanic or Latino: A person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race.

Not Hispanic or Latino: All others.

RACIAL CLASSIFICATION

A program participant may self-select one or more racial designations. 

White: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, North Africa, or the Middle East.
Black or African American: A person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa.
American Indian or Alaskan Native: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North, Central, and South America, and who maintains tribal affiliation or community attachment.
Asian: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, of the Indian Subcontinent, including, for example, Cambodia, China, India, Japan, Korea, Malaysia, Pakistan, the Philippine Islands, Thailand, and Vietnam.
Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Hawaii, Guam, Samoa, Micronesia, the Northern Marianas, or other Pacific islands.

Special interest programs: Groups of youth meeting for a special learning experience that involves direct teaching by extension staff or trained volunteers, including teachers. Program is not part of the school curriculum and not restricted to members of 4-H clubs. 
4-H camping programs: Youth taking part in an Extension-planned educational experience of group living in the out-of-doors.

3a. Overnight camping includes being away from home at least one night (resident, primitive, or travel camping) and not restricted to members of organized 4-H clubs.

3b. Day camping consists of multiple-day programs, with you returning home each evening.

RESIDENCE

Farm: Use the U.S. Census definition for a farm, which includes all persons living in

rural territory on places from which $1,000 or more of agricultural products were sold, or

normally would have been sold, in the reporting year.

Towns of under 10,000 and rural non-farm: Include participants who live within the

immediately built-up areas surrounding such towns and cities, even though they might

live somewhat beyond the immediate city limits.

Towns and cities, with populations of 10,000 and up to 50,000 and their suburbs:

Include participants who live within the immediately built-up areas surrounding such

towns and cities, even though they might live somewhat beyond the immediate city

limits.

Suburbs of cities of over 50,000: Report the number of participants in the urbanized and

contiguous suburbs and towns surrounding a city of over 50,000. This category conforms

to the urbanized portion of metropolitan rights included in standard metropolitan

statistical areas (SMSAs)

Central cities of over 50,000: Report the participants living within the boundaries of

metropolitan cities of over 50,000 populations. This category includes twin cities of

standard metropolitan statistical areas (SMSAs).

GRADE

Kindergarten: Include all 4-H participants in Kindergarten and lower.

Post High School Education: Include all 4-H participants enrolled in college, technical

schools, etc.

Not in School: Include all 4-H participants who have graduated from 12th grade, but not

enrolled in any continuing education.

Special: Include 4-H participants who are mentally challenged persons older than 19.

Home School: Use the participant’s grade equivalent.

Mentally Challenged below the age of 19: Use the participants grade equivalent.
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
