Green Building Features & Performance

The 4-H Center energy consumption is drastically less than the average of all categories monitored by the US government.
Average energy usage for other buildings is 191 KBTU/f¢, the 4-H center uses 35.83 KBTU/ft2.
In the first year of operationthe4-H Cent er 6s actual cost for energy was $1ldinger s
The geothermal closedlooped heating and cooling system reduces energy usage by 53% of an identical building.
Three primary methods (dual flush toilets, waterless urinals & faucet sensors) reduce water use by 30% of a comparable buildng.
The 4-H Center runs 5 times more efficiently than other buildings on OSU campus.

Approximately 90% of all construction debris was collected and recycled.
