Ohio 4-H Foundation  
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Being Green is Easy  

The Nationwide & Ohio Farm 

Bureau 4 -H Center on the 

campus of The Ohio State 

University was designed with state-

of-the-art green attributes. It was 

built to serve as an environmentally 

efficient hub for gatherings of 

Ohioôs 4-H youth and volunteers 

and the state 4-H personnel offices. 

Since it opened its doors in January 

of 2007, the 4-H Center has 

outperformed every expectation of 

its designers. The details that went 

into the buildingôs design and 

construction have really made the 

best better. 

The five story building sits adjacent 

to the peaceful Chadwick 

Arboretum, a 60 -acre green reserve 

boasting numerous gardens and 

horticultural specialties. It houses 

30 offices on its third and fourth 

floors. The first floor boasts top 

notch conferencing facilities 

including a large auditorium 

accommodating up to 400 people 

and a trio of conference rooms 

suitable for groups of 25 to 75. 

Facilities on the second floor offer 

additional technology capable 

breakout spaces such as the 

terraced multi -media room. The 

fifth floor features reception space 

for 100, complete with an outdoor 

patio. Here, the Ohio Stadium and 

sweeping views of OSUôs main 

campus provide a great backdrop 

for warm weather events held by 

day or by starlight.  

Allen Auck , Program Coordinator 

responsible for coordinating events 

and activities, notes that 

conference bookings in the second 

year of operations are nearly 

double the inaugural year. People 

are eager to hold their meetings in 

a facility that is focused on 

sustainability and which offers 

such a great sense of comfort 

and well-being. 

Abundant natural light, 

responsibly designed 

interiors, and geothermal heat 

are factors of excellent energy 

usage performance. Compared 

to other buildings, the 

Nationwide & Ohio Farm 

Bureau 4-H Center is a green 

leader, according to data provided 

by the consulting engineering firm, 

W.E. Monks , In fact, only vacant 

buildings  have lower energy usage 

intensity than the 4 -H Center. 

The Nationwide & Ohio Farm 

Bureau 4-H Center is the result of 

generous support of numerous 

donors. Although the construction 

phase has ended, donations are still 

being sought. Continued support 

remains essential to keep the 

building in tip -top shape now and 

in the future. The building is OSUôs 

most efficient. However, it still 

requires operating funds to provide 

for grounds, maintenance, and 

utilities expenses in addition to 

responsibly budgeting for future 

inevitable repairs (i.e., new roof, 

carpeting, etc.). Donations can be 

designated to help preserve this 

venue for 4-H Youth Development 

activities.

To Make The Best Better  

While The Ohio State University 

embarks on its campaign to put 

Students First through a fundraising 

drive to increase the number of 

scholarships available to students, 

Ohio Valley Bank has been putting 

Students First since 1986. 

Recognizing a need for more 4-H 

collegiate scholarships and a desire to 

support the education aspirations of 

young people in Southern Ohio, The 

Ohio Valley Bank 4-H Scholarship 

Program was created to reward 

outstanding high school seniors for 

their accomplishments in 4 -H. The 

Ohio Valley Bank developed this 

scholarship to provide funding 

throughout a studentôs college career 

and feels it is important to provide a 

cash award rather than apply the 

scholarship directly toward tuition. 

Former OVB Chairman Jim Dailey 

Ohio Valley Bank Scholarships for 4 -H Youth  
noted that tuition is just a part of the 

total cost of college and the Ohio Valley 

Bank 4-H Scholarship can be used as 

best needed whether that is help with 

tuition, books or even gas money to get 

to class. 

As the bank has grown, so have the 

number of scholarships.  In 1986, four 

scholarships were awarded. Now, 

seven graduating high school seniors 

annually receive a scholarship valued 

at $3,000, over 4 years. Winners are 

chosen based on 4-H experiences 

(50%) and experiences in other 

groups/activities, academic 

accomplishments and potential for 

success (50%). To maintain the 

scholarship for 4 years students must 

achieve a 2.5 cumulative GPA at the 

end of the first year and a 2.75 

cumulative GPA in successive years.
