Hi!  Welcome to MXC!!

We are looking forward to your participation at MXC 2010 March 13th & 14th at 4-H Camp Ohio!  Here is some information that you need to know before arriving.

1)  PLEASE BRING WITH YOU:  
       
         -Your completed HEALTH FORM, signed by your parent.  A link to a blank form can be found at:  http://4hcampohio.osu.edu/2010Health%20History.pdf

         - Your completed BEHAVIOR MANAGEMENT sheet signed by you and your parent.  The link to that form can be found at:       http://www.ohio4h.org/youth/teen_leadership/mxc.html

        -Your favorite CAMP T-SHIRT to wear for evening recreation on Saturday evening.

        -Warm, casual clothes that you can layer. All sleeping quarters are heated, so you simply need to bring your normal camp bedding, toiletries, towels, comfortable shoes and warm coats, hats, gloves, etc.  Please include a sweatshirt or something to wear over clothes inside buildings.  There will still be snow on the ground so you will want to wear/bring boots to travel between buildings.  You will have to walk between your cabin and the restrooms as well.  Two of the sessions, Water Canaries and GPS and Nature will have at least part of their workshop outside.

        -A pen or pencil and some paper or a tablet.  You will be given a gift that you can use to carry your paper and store the handouts that are passed out.
 
        -An empty egg carton if possible.  Bring extra ones if you have some.  It will be one of the games that you will make and be able to take home and use at your camp.

3)  The check-in time is 4 p.m. Saturday evening and check-out time will be 4:30 p.m., Sunday. As a camper, you will receive dinner on Saturday and then breakfast & lunch on Sunday.  Individual and small group “Make it and Take It” activities will begin as soon as you check into your cabin and continue until the first large group activity at 5 pm.
 
4)  Check in is in the Dining Hall.  There will be signs to direct you to parking areas, depending on the amount of snow on the ground.  Park your car and then make your way to the Dining Hall.  The dining hall is across the bridge, up the hill, past the Cow Palace on the left, and up the steps.  It is the large building at the top of the hill.  Leave your belongings in the car until you find out what cabin you will be staying in.  Take your things to your cabin and return to the dining hall for the first set of activities.

5)  Cell phones will be collected when you register or you may leave them in your car.  If you need to use the cell phone while at camp, you may get it from an adult and return it to the adult when finished.  You may not go to your car to get or use your phone.  Due to safety and Camp Ohio policy, cell phones are not permitted in cabins.  Please let your parents and your friends know that they will not be able to reach you by cell phone during the program.  Emergency calls should be made to the camp number (740) 745-2194 or to a chaperone’s cell phone at 513-470-0352. 
 
6)  Master Counselor Option.  There will be an option for counselors with two years previous experience as a counselor to participate in a special training.  During three of the four optional breakout sessions you will be with other experienced and tenured counselors to learn skills to help you work with your county camp director, be a liaison between adults and camp counselors, bring new ideas to your county camp program, and serve in a leadership role among camp counselors.  Only 15 counselors will be accepted into this tract.  If you are interested, you may email Niki Nestor McNeely, prior to camp, at mcneely.1@osu.edu or sign up when you arrive at camp.
