As soon as you complete what you have planned, arrange for a local project review. This review
can take place with your parent, project advisor, or interested adult. Have this person review your
project activity book and record book with you. This review will help you evaluate what you have
learned, as well as your growth as a 4-H member. Members who take part in this level of evaluation
can receive special membership and project achievement awards, such as ribbons, pins, and certifi-

cates.

In addition, you may want to take part in county project judging. However, this level of evalua-
tion determines how well you did on your project by assigning a project grade. Your achievements
will also be compared against the achievements of others to determine the best in the project area.
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
