To become an MCE, 4-H volunteers must meet the following requirements: 

· Currently a 4-H volunteer in the county in which they serve as a 4-H Master Clothing Educator and be recommended by their Extension FCS and /or 4-H Educator.  Nominations are accepted throughout the year. 

· bring the following to a state-wide MCE mtg. for evaluation:
(1) 2 garments the individual has constructed which they feel are well done. The garments may be for an adult or child.
(2) construct samples for use as teaching tools from the required list in the MCE Handbook (will be covered during the state-wide training).

· upon satisfactory completion and evaluation of the above by current certified Master Clothing Educators, the individual is recommended as a Master Clothing Educator ready to work on becoming "certified" by completing 50 teaching/service hours in the local 4-H clothing program.  The county FCS/4-H Educator receiving the notification publicizes and plans with the MCE appropriate 4-H clothing learning opportunities that will be helpful and fit into the county's teaching plan . . . i.e. sewing camps, leader training for clothing projects, demo's for community awareness, etc. A record of hours & activities conducted will be reported by each MCE to their county Extension Educator. 

· All MCE's provide a minimum of 50 service/teaching hours each year to maintain their certification status. 

· Continuing education opportunities and up-dates are provided at MCE statewide meetings.  In addition, Master Clothing Educators are encouraged to participate in conferences and other in-service opportunities to keep abreast of new developments and the most up-to-date recommended practices in clothing & textiles.
