GENERAL GUIDELINES

1. A member who has been a clock trophy winner in any one class in 2009 is not eligible to participate in the same class in 2010.
2. Counties may have up to a total of twenty-five (25) entries between Classes J-1 through J-7.  No more than five entries in any one class and with no individuals participating in more than one class.

3. A member who has given a talk in one year is expected to give a new and different talk the next year.
4. All work is to be original work created by the 4-H member(s) for 4-H Club work.

5. Previous clock trophy winners must wait until they are age eligible to enter a new class, i.e.:  A junior individual must wait until they are of age for the intermediate class to participate.

6. A team demonstration consists of two people sharing the speaking and teaching role.  When members of a team fall into different age categories, they will participate in the older class.

7. Two easels, a microphone, and a table with a table with/out mirror, movie screen and extension cord will be available for use by participants.

8. All demonstrations will be held inside the Youth Discovery Center. 
9. Due to the limitations of the building’s facilities, no large animals (i.e. Horse, Beef, Sheep, Goat, Dairy or Hogs over 20 pounds) may be used in a 4-H demonstration.  Members should use models, photographs, or illustrations to make their point when giving a talk about large animals

10. Any small animal (under 20 pounds) may be used in a 4-H demonstration; provided that the animals do not place the public at risk and that they meet all of the health requirements established by the Ohio Department of Agriculture Livestock Health Requirements found in the Ohio State Fair Livestock Exhibitor Handbook.  Current health and shot records must be carried with the animal.  Animals must remain caged or leashed before and after the presentation.
11. Members using computer generated or other audio visual equipment should bring their own equipment to the State Fair.  We will provide a laptop that operates on a Microsoft Windows based program.  It will include a recent edition of PowerPoint 2007.  If you have other software programs, then you should bring your own laptop.  An LCD projector and screen will be provided.  Members may bring a CD or USB memory stick to use on our equipment and should have knowledge of how to install the memory stick.
12. All presentations are timed and recorded.  Timing begins when the member begins to speak and ends at their conclusion.  The time allotted for introductions, questions and answers is not included in their time.

13. Due to the anticipated high number of participants, it is expected that all exhibitors be prepared to start their demonstration within two minutes of the time that they are called by the judge/ambassador.

14. Members should set up their demonstration on their own with no outside assistance.  There will be a judge’s assistant available to help them set up.
15. Firearms, bows, arrows, and weapons are not permitted on the fairgrounds and may not be used in a 4-H demonstration or illustrated talk.  Plastic replicas are permissible, but we urge caution in the use of items that look truly authentic in that they may create concerns with Fair Security and may not be permitted on the grounds.
16. Members using computer generated graphics such as PowerPoint that face computer glitches may with permission of the judge call upon outside assistance for technical help.  Members are expected to be able to perform routine set-up and use of the equipment.

17. When members are using audio visual or computer generated presentations face equipment failure and glitches that cannot be resolved in a reasonable time (a few minutes), the judge may elect to move to the next presentation.  The member will be given time to work out their technical problem off stage and then re-schedule their presentation with the Ambassador.  If the member has a second failure of the equipment, the presentation will be ended and evaluated accordingly.

18. Members who use PowerPoint within an Illustrated Talk or Demonstration should use the technology to supplement their delivery.  The Illustrated Talk may not be a pre-recorded narration.  The member is required to provide a live delivery of the topic.

· The presenter uses appropriate props and other visual aides to teach others about a subject or how to do something.
· May use charts, posters, pictures to deliver their Illustrated Talk or to stress points with their Demonstration.
· PowerPoint or computer generated messages are not used in this class.
· Presenters are evaluated on their ability to present a speech.  See score sheet for more information on the areas of evaluation.
· A demonstration should last between 6-12 minutes.  Scores will be reduced four points for times over or under.
Illustrated Talks or Demonstrations---with the addition of Computer Technology

Intermediate Individual (age 12-13)

Senior Individual (age 14 and up)

· The presenter uses appropriate props and computer generated visual aides to teach others about a subject or how to do something. Examples:
· A demonstration may be delivered in this category. PowerPoint type slides may be added in addition to other props to help present their message.
· An Illustrated Talk may be delivered in this category, with the member using PowerPoint type technology to present their entire visual message; accompanied by their live narration
· Requires live speech delivered along with the PowerPoint message. (No pre-recorded narration)  

· Member is evaluated on their communication skills and their ability to effectively use technology within their Illustrated Talk or Demonstration.
· Illustrated Talks/Demonstrations should be 6-12 minutes in length with four points deducted for times over or under.

4-H Multi-Media Presentations
J-7
Senior Individual (age 14 and up)
· The Multi-Media Presentation should share a message related to 4-H experiences or 4-H project work.
· This is a fully automated, stand alone presentation using Video, Pictures, Slides, PowerPoint or other home/office computer generated programs along with sound/narration to convey a message.
· The program is free standing and only requires an introduction by the participant. It should include recorded visual, sound, and narration to convey a message.
· Evaluation is based upon the creative and professional use of technology, as well as the ability to communicate a message, with a clear opening, body, and conclusion. See evaluation tool.
· The Member will be interviewed and must be able to explain the steps taken to develop the multi-media presentation and knowledge of the topic of their presentation.
· Presenters will introduce themselves and the title of their topic.  At the conclusion of the recording, they may address questions from the audience, followed by an interview with the judge.
· Presenters are required to furnish their own equipment for this presentation.

· One presentation will be selected from the Clock Trophy Winners, for a presentation at a State 4-H function such as: The State 4-H Volunteer Conference or the Celebration of Youth.

· Audio Visual Presentations should be 6-7 minutes in length.   Four points will be deducted for over and under times. Timing of the presentation is from the time the pre-recorded presentation begins and ends.  The introduction, and questions and answers are not included in the timing.

AWARDS AND SPONSORS – Check at the registration table for the time of the awards program
1. All participants will receive a "Participation Award" for presenting their demonstration at the Ohio State Fair, sponsored by the Ohio State Fair.

2. Each day, up to 20% of individuals or teams in each of the classes will receive a 4-H "Outstanding of the Day" award, sponsored by The Ohio State Fair.

3. Each day, a 4-H clock trophy will be given in each class. In 2009, Clock trophies were sponsored by The Ohio Township Association.
4. Each day special awards may be presented in certain areas of participation. Listed below are the categories for these awards:

Food & Nutrition:  topic or message delivered on healthy eating

Clothing: teaching or topics that are focused on clothing construction, fashion or consumer issues.


Small Animals:  includes dogs, cats, hamsters, guinea pigs or caged birds

Beef: (used in a food & nutrition talk)


Pork: may be swine production or a foods and nutrition topic related to pork
Science & Technology: Topic examples: Scientific hypothesis, current issues in science, computers or robotics
Creative Dramatic Communication: music, puppets, skits, drama, clowning, serving as a bridge to convey a message or teach a topic.


Creative Arts: topic or message related to crafts, painting, drawing or design

Congratulations! You have been selected to represent your county in the State 4-H Communication Days at the Ohio State Fair. Since each county is limited on the number of individuals who can participate in this contest, being chosen to represent your county at the Ohio State Fair is an honor of which you can be proud. 
The contest will be held in the Youth Discovery Center August 3, 4, and 5, 2010.  Please check the schedule on the enclosed registration card for the day and time your county will participate.  Also, please make sure to review the enclosed copy of the 4-H Communication Days Contest guidelines and score sheet before you attend the Ohio State Fair.  These guidelines and score sheet can be extremely helpful in answering many basic questions you may have concerning the contest. Youth using computer technology may wish to bring along their own laptop as a backup to a USB memory stick or CD.

A map has also been enclosed to indicate where you should be able to park.  

If you are bringing a heavy item or small animal, contact your county Extension Office and request an Ohio State Fair Loading/Unloading parking sticker. With this sticker, you will be able to pull your vehicle up to the Youth Discovery Center and unload before being required to park. Please note that if you plan to unload, you must do it BEFORE you park to avoid being charged twice for parking. 
On the day of the event, plan to report to the registration table in the Youth Discovery Center no more than 15 minutes before your county’s scheduled time. Please remember to bring your completed registration card (which has been signed by your county Educator), your Ohio State Fair map, and your demonstration materials along with you. Once you arrive in the Youth Discovery Center, please go to the registration table to be “checked-in.” After turning in your registration card, you will then be directed to a stage to give your presentation. At the stage area, you will be able to check with a 4-H assistant to find out how many members are scheduled ahead of you.  

We plan to have you finished with your presentation and your personal interview with the judge within one hour from the time you arrive, but please recognize that sometimes judging gets backed up.  When you have completed this process, you are free to enjoy the fair.  Awards will be presented on the large stage in the center of the Youth Discovery Center at the end of the day’s competition. Check with the registration table to get an estimated time for the awards program. Thank you, and we hope you enjoy your day at the Ohio State Fair!
