GENERAL GUIDELINES

1. Age of Participants:
e Junior (age 13 and younger)
e Senior (Age 14 or older)
2. Participation Guidelines:
e A member who has been a clock trophy winner of any one class in 2011 is not eligible to participate in the
same class for 2012.
e No more than one participant in any one class will be allowed per county
¢ No one individual may participate in more than one class.
3. Type of Evaluation:
e Participants will have a personal interview evaluation with a judge.
e All participants in the Get Started in Art projects (J-5 and J-6) will complete a written skills evaluation. This
score will be combined with the interview score to determine the top 20% in each class.
e All participants in Scrapbooking (J-7 and J-8) and Cake Decorating (J-11- J-16) will complete a written
and hands-on skill evaluation. This score will be combined with the interview score to determine the top
20% in each class.
e Judges will evaluate participants in Get Started in Art (J-5 and J-6) on the following basis (also see
sample score sheet):
o Knowledge of Design Elements
o Knowledge of Design Principles
o Quality of Technique and workmanship
e Judges will evaluate participants in Scrapbooking (J-7 and J-8) on the following basis (also see sample
score sheet):
o Quality of Oral Presentation
o Overall Appearance of Scrapbook
o Clarity of Scrapbook
o Project Analysis (project book completion and records)
e Judges will evaluate participants in Cake Decorating on the following basis (also see sample score
sheet):
o Quality of Oral Presentation
o Overall Appearance of Display
o Clarity of Display
o Project Analysis (project book completion and records)
4. Participant to bring:

¢ Registration materials provided by your county Extension 4-H Educator.

e Completed project book (see judging evaluation guide above)

e One "project" (classes J-5 thru J-14), includes scrapbook (classes J-7, J-8) or decorated cake/cupcake
(classes J-9 thru J-14) or piece of art (classes J-5 & J-6), made as a part of your 4-H project to use
during the interview with the judge to show how well you can apply the skills taught in your project area.

e Cake Decorating participants may decorate an actual cake, cupcake, or may use a Styrofoam base for
the cake decorated. (classes J-9 thru J-14)

o A display representing their learning experience of the current project. The display should be one used
either at their local 4-H judging or at their county fair.
