Age of Participants:

· 4-H Age unless noted in specific class guidelines

Participation Guidelines:

· Winner of any one class in 2009 is not eligible to participate in the same class for 2010.
· Family History Treasure Hunt:  No more than one participant in any one class will be allowed per county and no one individual may participate in more than one class.

Child Development:  No more than two participants in any one class will be allowed per county and no one individual may participate in more than one class.

· Registration begins 15 minutes before time indicated for each county.

· Family History Treasure Hunt participants should follow the “Family History Treasure Hunt” (2004) guidelines.  Child Development participants should follow Child Development guidelines.  
· Family Life Day participants should not bring any of the following: computer, big display/exhibit, videos, tape recorder, framed photos, references, family heirlooms, or knick-knacks. Family History Treasure Hunt participants should not bring photo albums or posters.
· Registration begins 15 minutes before time indicated for each county.
· Family History Treasure Hunt participants should follow the “Family History Treasure Hunt” (2004) guidelines.

Congratulations!  You have been selected to represent your county at the State 4-H Family Life Day on Thursday, July 29 at the Ohio State Fair in the Rhodes Center East Auditorium.  Family Life Day includes Child Development projects and Family History Treasure Hunt (genealogy) Projects.  Registration begins 15 minutes before the time indicated for your county on the registration card.

You will have five to seven minutes to visit with a professional judge about your project.  The judge will evaluate your knowledge, skills, and understanding related to your project during this interview and offer some suggestions for improvement.

Plan to remain at the assigned table until the Outstanding of the Day winners are announced for your time slot.  Once your time slot is completed, you will be dismissed and may take your project materials and enjoy the rest of the day at the fair.  At the end of the day judges will select a clock trophy winner for each class among the Outstanding of the Day entries.  You are invited to return at approximately 3:30 PM for the clock trophy presentation.

For Child Development projects only:

The only required item for judging is your project book.  Your goal is to let the judges know what you learned from the project.   Please do not bring big displays/exhibits and excessive amounts of toys or play items. You may bring 1 photo album (maximum size 12”x18”x5”) OR 1 portfolio/box (maximum size 24”x24”24”). In addition, you may bring one poster, maximum size 24” x 36”.  The poster may be a standard sized science fair, tri fold poster with a maximum size of 24” x 36” when folded.

J-4, J-5, J-6 FAMILY HISTORY TREASURE HUNT

- You may be asked to complete a written worksheet based project book and general research experiences. 

- You will have 5-7 minutes to visit with your judge.  The time should be devoted to what you have done THIS year and what you have learned. The minimum expectations for each year are outlined in the project book. Judges will evaluate your knowledge of genealogy, your abilities in conducting genealogical searches and the overall appearance and organization of your work.

- BRING a pencil, completed project book, correspondence log, your research journal, pedigree charts (8 ½” x 11”), family group sheets with documentation of your research as outlined on pages (first year requirements, page 4); (second year requirements, page 5); and (third year requirements, page 6) of your project book.

- DO NOT Bring any of the following:  big display/exhibit, poster board, computer, videos, tape recorder, photo albums, framed photos, reference books, family heirlooms, or knick-knacks.
