Age of Participants:

· Junior (age 13 or under)

· Senior (age 14 or over) as of January 1 of the current year.

Participation Guidelines:

· Winner of any one class in 2011 is not eligible to participate in the same class in 2012.
· Counties may have one participant per class.  No individual may participate in more than one class.

Type of Evaluation:

· Participant will have a personal interview evaluation with at least one judge.

· Judge will evaluate participants on the following basis (also see sample score sheet):

50%  Knowledge (Basic concepts learned in the project)

25%  Interview (Presentation of the project)

25%  Project Display (Quality)

Participant to bring:

· Registration information provided by your County 4-H Educator.

· Completed project manual/book.

· A display representing their learning experience of the current project.  The display should be one used either at their local 4-H pre-fair judging or at their county fair. Your display must fit into a 3 foot area or 3 feet of table space. Because of space limitations you will remove your project from the judging area when you have completed your interview with the judge.
