GENERAL GUIDELINES

1. Age of Participants


4-H age unless noted in specific class (project) guidelines.

Participation Guidelines:

· Winner of any one class in 2009 is not eligible to participate in the same class for 2010.

· No more than one participant in any one class will be allowed per county and no one individual may participate in more than one class.

Type of Evaluation:

· Participant will have a personal interview evaluation with a judge.

· Judge will evaluate participant on the following basis (also see sample score sheet):

50%  Knowledge (skills and understanding gained through the project)

25%  Interview (Presentation of the project)

25%  Project Display (Quality)

4.
Participant to bring:

· Completed registration card signed by County 4-H Educator.

· Completed project book.

· A display representing their learning experience of the current project.  The display should be one used either at their local 4-H judging or at their county fair.

· Participants will have a 3’x3’ floor area or 3 feet of table space to display.

· Refer to additional project requirements as listed in class list below.

CLASSES

J-1 ADVENTURES IN HOME LIVING 
Participants need to bring an item constructed in the project according to the requirements listed in the project book, visuals to show how the item helps make more pleasing and practical living spaces in the home.
J-2 DESIGNING INTERIORS 

Participants need to bring visuals (an exhibit of items from the project, or pictures, etc.) and their project records to show their project accomplishments according to the requirements in the project book.  

J-3 YOUR FIRST HOME AWAY FROM HOME 
Participants need to bring their project records and an exhibit (items selected or made for their first home, or records, pictures, etc.) showing how they’ve used the knowledge, ideas, and principles related to housing, furnishings, management, and equipment in planning their first home away from home.  

AWARDS AND SPONSORS

1. All participants will receive participation awards, sponsored by The Ohio State Fair.

2. “Outstanding of the Day” ribbons, sponsored by The Ohio State Fair will be awarded to the top 20% of each class.

3. A clock trophy will be awarded to each class winner.  2009 sponsors included: The Ohio Township Association, and the Ohio 4-H Foundation.

4. Awards will be presented at 4:15 p.m.

Congratulations!  You have been selected to represent your county at the 4-H Home Decorating and Design contest, Thursday, July 29, in the Youth Discovery Center at The Ohio State Fair.  Since each county can select only one participant per class from among all the members enrolled in the 4-H Home Decorating and Design projects, being chosen is an honor of which you can be very proud.  Congratulations and best wishes!

You have been selected for the class checked below.  Please read and follow the directions.

__ J-1 ADVENTURES IN HOME LIVING 
You need to bring: a) an item (or items) constructed in your project according to the requirements listed in the project book; b) visuals to show how the item(s) helps make more pleasing and practical living spaces in your home; and c) project records to show your accomplishments.  Your display must fit into a 3-foot area or three feet of table space.

__ J-2 DESIGNING INTERIORS 
You need to bring: a) visuals (an exhibit of items from your project or pictures, etc.); and b) your project records to show your project accomplishments according to the requirements in your project book.  Your display must fit into a 3-foot area or 3 feet of table space.
__ J-3 YOUR FIRST HOME AWAY FROM HOME 

You need to bring: a) your project records; and b) an exhibit (items selected or made for your first home, record, pictures, etc.) showing how you’ve used knowledge, skills, and attitudes related to home environment in planning your first home away from home.  Your display must fit into a 3-foot area or 3 feet of table space.
Registration will begin 15 minutes before the time indicated for your county at the 4-H registration desk in the north end of the Youth Discovery Center.  A map, registration card, parking and admission information is enclosed for your use in getting there easily and on time.  To register, you will need to present your registration card to the 4-H registrars.  They will give you any additional instructions you need, give you a score sheet, show you where to set up your exhibit and will be available to answer any questions you may have.

You will be judged on three criteria: 1) the degree to which the project fulfills your needs; 2) your knowledge, skills and attitudes gained from your project; (be ready to share your book and any other information you have related to your specific project); and, 3) the quality of your workmanship and the skill with which you applied your knowledge, abilities and understanding.

At 4:15 p.m., everyone is invited back to a special Home Decorating and Design Recognition program.  All Outstanding of the Day winners will be introduced and recognized.

If you are bringing a heavy item, you should contact your county Extension office and request an Ohio State Fair loading/unloading parking sticker.  With this sticker, you will be able to pull your vehicle up to the Youth Discovery Center to unload before being required to park.  Please note that if you plan to unload, you must do it BEFORE you park to avoid being charged twice for parking.

You will need to remove your items after your judging.  It will be easier to get help from the gate attendants.  Even though we’ve never had a problem with scratches, theft, etc., we cannot assume responsibility for any items left in the Youth Discovery Center.
