GENERAL GUIDELINES

1.
Age of Participants:

· Junior (age 13 years and under)
· Senior (age 14 years and older)
· Self Determined will include all ages in one division
2.
Participation Guidelines:

· Winner of any one class in 2011 is not eligible to participate in the same class for 2012. 
· This event is restricted to electric radio-controlled vehicles. No gas vehicles are allowed. NEW FOR 2012:  Radio controlled boats and airplanes will be eligible to participate in the Self Determined class for the interview only. Boats and airplanes will NOT participate in maneuverability.  
· Each county can select one participant for each class,
· No one individual may participate in more than one class. 
· Radio-controlled vehicles for classes will be operated only in the area provided in the Youth Center. No radio controllers are to be turned on during the interviews. Violators will be disqualified.
· Participants must report to the registration table fifteen (15) minutes before the scheduled interview period.

· Awards will be presented around 4:30 p.m. in the Youth Center. The specific time of presentation will be announced that day.
3.
Type of Evaluation for Classes J-1 through J-3
· Each participant has a personal interview evaluation with a judge. They may also be asked to demonstrate, show, or explain any aspect of their exhibit.

· The judge evaluates each participant on the following basis (also see sample score sheet):

45% Knowledge (Basic concepts learned in the project)

30% Project Display (Quality)
25% Maneuverability (with the exception of Self Determined) 
4.
Each participant must bring:

· Completed project book showing involvement in and progress toward completion of project goals.

· A display representing the learning experience of the current project. The display should be one used either at local 4-H judging or at the county fair.

· Radio-controlled vehicle constructed for project.
· Refer to additional project requirements as listed in class list below.
5.  At the State Fair

· Registration will begin 15 minutes before the scheduled class time, found later in this information.  Participants will then receive an exhibitor number and be directed to the judging area.

· When you have completed your judging event, you are free to enjoy the fair. Around 4:30 p.m., awards will be presented on the stage of the Youth Center. You are encouraged to attend this presentation.

Electric Radio-Controlled Vehicles –Junior
This class is designed for participants 13 years old or younger in the Electric Radio-Controlled Vehicles project, completing all ten activities listed on page 7 of the project manual #504. Judging consists of a project interview focusing on the member's knowledge of mechanical and electrical components contained in the car or truck, along with an understanding of electric motors, batteries, and chargers. In addition, members are required to bring the radio-controlled car or truck for an evaluation of construction and set-up, as well as to operate the vehicle on a multi-surfaced course. Maneuverability times are used in the event of a tie in judging scores. This class is restricted to electric radio-controlled cars and trucks. No radio-controlled boats, airplanes, or gas vehicles are allowed.

Electric Radio-Controlled Vehicles –Senior
This class is designed for participants 14 years old or older in the Electric Radio-Controlled Vehicles project, completing all ten activities listed on page 7 of the project manual #504. Judging consists of a project interview focusing on the member's knowledge of mechanical and electrical components contained in their car or truck, along with an understanding of electric motors, batteries, and chargers. In addition, members are required to bring the radio-controlled car or truck for an evaluation of construction and set-up, as well as to operate the vehicle on a multi-surfaced course. Maneuverability times are used in the event of a tie in judging scores. This class is restricted to electric radio-controlled cars and trucks. No radio-controlled boats, airplanes, or gas vehicles are allowed.

Electric Radio-Controlled Vehicles –Self Determined all ages
This class is designed for participants who have previously completed project #504, and as a result have designed their own radio-controlled projects. The #365 Self-Determined Project Guide must be used. The self-determined project is intended to allow for creativity and originality in the field of radio controlled vehicles. Maneuverability may not be necessary as the self-determined project could include the building of field equipment, radio-controlled boats or airplanes. However, if a member has designed a vehicle, he or she should expect to demonstrate it on the multi-surfaced track. Self-designed vehicles must be original and not a copy of a kit vehicle, although it may be necessary to use some pre-manufactured parts. Participants with their own designs must demonstrate a very thorough understanding of the project and may want to include any technical references used. NO HOME-MADE TRANSMITTERS ARE ALLOWED DUE TO FCC LICENSING LAWS. This class is restricted to electric radio-controlled vehicles.. NEW FOR 2012:  Radio-controlled boats and airplanes will be eligible to participate in the Self Determined class for the interview only. Boats and airplanes will NOT participate in maneuverability.  No gas vehicles are allowed.

AWARDS AND SPONSORS
