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Background Information and Suggestions for Using This Script Outline
This outline is a “starting place” script for Ohio 4-H professionals, volunteers, and teens to adapt and use in recognizing years of service at 4-H Awards Banquets and other 4-H recognition events.  It includes historical events, inventions and achievements for each of the past 60 years.  However, to make the program more meaningful for those being recognized, here are some suggestions for personalizing your script around those who actually attend the event:
· There are blank spaces at the end of each year in the script outline where the names of those being honored can be inserted (along with their club information, hometown, and other things you want to include in the narration).  Only those who are actually in attendance at the event should be included in the narration (although it’s nice to list the names of all volunteers and their years of service in printed programs or “honor rolls”). 

· Include in your script only the years the volunteers in attendance began their service, and delete the other years from your narration.
· Add historical events from your county, as well as accomplishments and contributions of 4-H members, alumni, and volunteers during the appropriate years.  If you are aware of anything that might be of interest in other settings, please send suggestions to Kathy Cox at cox.5@osu.edu to be incorporated into the script outline posted on the 4-H website.  

· Delete any items from the script which might not be appreciated by those in attendance.

· Find out who those being honored would appreciate most as narrator, and ask him/her/them to narrate the recognition ceremony.  In some situations it might be best to have 4-H Ambassadors serve as narrators, while in other settings the volunteers may prefer that a celebrity or the 4-H Agent do the honors.  It may also be desirable to have several narrators, with each responsible for recognizing different year-groups.     

· If you use the references to volunteers “lighting the way” for future generations and Thurston’s “A Candle” poem to close the program (as suggested in the script outline), consider presenting 4-H candle favors to the volunteers being recognized.  

· Feel free to substitute something other than a candle as the “object lesson theme” throughout the script, and close with a different inspirational message.  For example, analogies related to “Mighty oaks from little acorns grow”, “Never ending ripples from the pebble in the pond”, “The brush of the artist”, or “The touch of the master’s hand” might be possibilities to consider for programs to honor your volunteers.
