	1. Type of tire:  T for truck  P for passenger vehicle  (This tire is P)




	2.  Normal Width of the tire in millimeters


	3.  Load index and speed symbol-speed at which a tire is designed to be driven for extended periods of time-This may not be on all tires it is not required by law.

(The best speed is always the posted speed limit and speed should be reduced when pavement is wet!)

Letter H  130 mph


	4.  M and S indicates that the tire has some mud and snow capability.  Most radial tires have these markings.


	5.  US Dot Tire Identification number:  indicates the plant where it is made, week and year the tire –used to contact consumers if there is a recall


	6.  Traction Letter-This letter indicates a tire’s resistance to heat.  The temperature grade is for a tire that is inflated properly and not overloaded.  Excessive speed, underinflation or excessive loading, either separately or in combination can cause heat build up and possible tire failure.  From highest to lowest, a tire’s resitance is graded as A, B or C. This tire is rated highest at A.


	7.  Maximum load range-maximum load and tire pressure when the tire is used as a single tire not as a dually.


	8. Maximum permissible inflation pressure: maximum pounds of pressure that should be in the tire-tires should be checked monthly.


	9. Tire name-name of the tire by the manufacturer.
