Any 4-H teen or young 4-H alumni age 15-21 as of January 1, 2008 may apply.  Selections will be made through reviews of application materials and interviews.  Those selected will be invited to serve a one-year renewable term in 2008-09.  Council members who successfully complete their responsibilities during their first term as Teen Council members will be invited to serve a second term in 2009-10.

Criteria for selection will be potential for success in completing the roles and responsibilities outlined above, as evidenced by past performance in providing leadership and service to the Ohio 4-H Program, application materials and recommendation letters, and performance in the selections interview.  Preference in selections will be given to teens who have successfully completed one year as an Ohio 4-H Ambassador, and teens whose applications and letters of recommendation reflect comparable levels of leadership and service to the Ohio 4-H Program.  Selections will be made by the 4-H Teen Council Advisors in consultation with State 4-H Faculty & Staff.  

To apply, interested teens and young adults age 15-21 should:

· Complete the information sheet on the back of this page.

· Attach a short essay on this topic:  “Introducing         (your name)      , a Candidate for the Ohio 4-H Teen Council!”  Essays should be no more than one page in length, with at least 1” margins on all sides, and no less than 12 point font type (not less than 15 letters per inch).  Text from the essays of candidates selected for the 2007 Teen Council may be posted on a Teen Council section of the ohio4h.org website.  The essay should include a brief overview of your 4-H background and experiences, explain why you want to be an Ohio 4-H Teen Council Member, include your goals or contributions you hope to make toward the betterment of Ohio 4-H if you are selected, and otherwise let the reader know why you are a good candidate for the Ohio 4-H Teen Council.      

· Attach two (2) letters of recommendation: one from a County Extension Educator, and a second from another unrelated adult such as a coach, minister, teacher, employer or other adult who has worked with you.
