3. Type of Evaluation:

· Participants will participate in an interview evaluation with a judge.  Participants will be judged based on their knowledge, skill, and understanding related to the project (40%), the quality of their exhibit and project records in documenting their project accomplishments (30%), and interview performance (30%). 

4. Participant to bring:

· Completed registration card signed by County 4-H Educator.

· Completed project book and other project records.

· A table-top exhibit illustrating highlights of their project experiences and accomplishments to share with fair-goers and with judges during an interview.  Each participant will be limited to a 36" wide by 24" deep tabletop space in which to exhibit all materials.  Electrical connections are not available.

Each class will consist of an interview with a judge and a review of your project records and tabletop display.  Participants in classes J-1 to J-11 will be judged based on knowledge, skill, and understanding related to the project (40%), quality of exhibit and project records in documenting project accomplishments (30%), and interview performance (30%).   

Participants and exhibits must remain in the exhibit area until your class is dismissed.  Participants will be introduced and awards announced in a 4-H Awards Ceremony beginning at 4:30 PM.  All exhibits must be removed by 5 PM.

An admission pass is enclosed along with a map of the fairgrounds.  Take I-71 in Columbus to the Hudson Street exit.  Travel west on Hudson to Summit Street.  Take Summit Street south to 17th Avenue.  Turn east onto 17th Avenue, and take it to the fairgrounds, where you will be directed north on Korbel to the parking lot.  Enter the fairgrounds through the North gates.  The Youth Discovery Center will be the long white building on your right just inside the gate. Please eat lunch before you come.  Again, congratulations!  Being selected to represent your county at the State Fair 4-H Leadership Day is a tremendous honor.  We will look forward to seeing you there!
