Share with the judge one complete Project Book activity.  They will need to bring, for example:  comparison of financial institutions, shopping comparison, use of credit analysis, money management record, advertisement collage, decision making diary, written financial goals, etc.

Awards
All participants will receive a State Fair participation award.  Participants who score in the top 20% of all participants in each class are eligible to receive rosettes in recognition of being “Outstanding of the Day.”  A clock trophy will be awarded to the first place person in each class.  Winners will be announced at the end of each class.  

Your participation in the Money Maneuvers Day will take approximately one hour and thirty minutes.  When your class is finished, you will be free to enjoy the rest of the fair.
