EVENT GUIDELINES

1. Age of Participants:

· Junior - age 13 and under
· Senior - 14 and older

2. Participation Guidelines:

· Winner of any class in 2005 is not eligible to participate in the same class for 2006.
· No more than one participant in any one class will be allowed per county.

· No one individual may participate in more than one class.

· A certified Shooting Sports Instructor must sign the cover of the member record book to be eligible to compete in 4-H Shooting Sports (including Living History).

· Guns, bows, arrows, and ammunition are not permitted on the Fairgrounds.  Participants may not use any of these items as a part of their display.  Displays may also not include any part of an arrow longer than 6 inches.  Displays may not include any ‘loaded’ ammunition; any shells or casings must be open so that a visual examination can show that there is no powder in ammunition and the caps must either be absent or have been expended.  Any wild bird feathers, except legal game species, and all bird nests and eggs are protected under state and federal laws and are not permitted to be collected, possessed, or a part of any display.

3. Type of Evaluation:

· Participants will have a personal interview evaluation with a judge.

· Judge will evaluate participant on the following basis (also see sample score sheet):




50% Knowledge (Basic concepts learned in the project)




25% Interview (Presentation of the project)




25% Project Display (Quality)

4. Participant to bring:

· Completed registration card signed by County 4-H Educator.

· Completed project book. A certified Shooting Sports Instructor must sign the cover of the member record book to be eligible to compete in 4-H Shooting Sports (including Living History).

· A display representing their learning experience of the current project.  The display should be one used either at their local 4-H judging or at their county fair.

Dear 2006 State 4-H Natural Resources Participant:

Congratulations!  You have been selected to represent your county at the 2005 State 4-H Natural Resources Day at the Ohio State Fair.  Each county can select no more than one participant per class therefore, you should consider this an honor and privilege for this recognition of your hard work.

Evaluation for 4-H Natural Resources projects will be held in the Youth Discovery Center, on Friday, August 11th.  Please check the time schedule on your registration card.  Be certain to review the enclosed copy of the 2006 Natural Resources Days’ guidelines and score sheet before you attend the Ohio State Fair.  These guidelines can be very helpful in answering your basic questions concerning the event.

The following is a checklist of what you should bring to your project evaluation:


___
Completed registration card signed by your county 4-H Educator.


___
Completed project book.  Attention shooting sports (including living history) participants:  A certified Shooting Sports Instructor must sign the cover of your member record book to be eligible to compete.

___
A display representing your learning experience of the project.  The display should be one used either at your local 4-H judging or at your county fair.  (Because of space limitations and the large number of participants in this activity, you will remove your project from the judging area when you have completed your interview with the judge, unless the judge specifically requests that you leave your project on display).

On the day of the event, you should plan to report for registration no more than 15 minutes before your county’s scheduled time.  Take your completed and signed registration card to the 4-H Natural Resources Day registration table in the Youth Discovery Center.  After registering, you will then be directed to the judging area.  When you have completed your interview with the judge, you are free to enjoy the fair until 4:30 p.m. when awards will be presented on the stage in the center of the Youth Discovery Center.

Enclosed is a map of the fairgrounds.  To most easily access the Youth Discovery Center, you will want to park your vehicle in either the North Reserved Lot (a special parking permit required) or the general lot.

If you bring large or heavy project displays, these may be hauled directly to the door of the Youth Discovery Center using the Ohio State Fair Loading/Unloading pass which is available through your county Extension office.  With this pass, you go directly to gate #10, first, and pay to enter the grounds; then you drive to the Youth Discovery Center to unload the project.  Following the unloading (15 minutes), one person drives the car to the main parking lot.  Be sure to get your hand stamped for re-entry!  When you are ready to go home, one person can get the car and go to gate #10 to gain access to the Youth Discovery Center to load the project and family to go home.

Special note:  Guns, bows, arrows, ammunition, and weapons are not permitted on the Fairgrounds.  Participants may not use any of these items as a part of their display.  Displays may also not include any part of an arrow longer than 6 inches.  Displays may not include any ‘loaded’ ammunition; any shells or casings must be open so that a visual examination can show that there is no powder in ammunition and the caps must either be absent or have been expended.  Any bird feathers, except legal game species, and all bird nests and eggs are protected under state and federal laws and are not permitted to be collected, possessed, or apart of any display.
