Age of Participants:

· 4-H Age unless noted in specific class guidelines

2.
Participation Guidelines:

· Winner of any one class in 2005 is not eligible to participate in the same class for 2006. 

· Each county may have no more than one participant in each class.  No exhibitor shall be entered in more than one class.

3.
Type of Evaluation:

· Participants will have a personal interview evaluation with a judge.

· Judge will evaluate participant on the following basis (also see sample score sheet):

Participant to bring:

· Completed registration card signed by County 4-H Educator.

· Completed project book.

· A display representing their learning experience of the current project.  The display should be the one used either at their local 4-H judging or at their county fair.

· All mounted prints must be identified by printing class, name, and county in lower right hand corner on the back of the exhibit.  When entering a slide, it shall be delivered in an envelope with the same information on both the outside of the envelope and the backside of the slide frame.

· Refer to additional project requirements as listed in class list below.

· Exhibits will remain in place until 4:30 p.m. or until judging is completed.

CLASSES

J-1
ADVENTURES WITH YOUR CAMERA – A (#579)

Each participant is required to bring one of the following three items for exhibit: 1) a single print of any size mounted at the discretion of the participant; or 2) a collection of prints illustrating a “Photo Story”, consisting of at least five and not more than ten photographs mounted at the discretion of the exhibitor; or 3) a collection of prints illustrating one of the “activities” the participant completed for the project, consisting of at least five and not more than ten photographs, mounted at the discretion of the participant.  Each participant may also bring any other materials they feel might demonstrate their learning experiences of the current project year (although participants are not required to do so).  Photochemical developing and printing may be done by the participant, but is not required.

J-2
ADVENTURES WITH YOUR CAMERA – B (#580)

Each participant is required to bring one of the following four items for exhibit: 1) a single print of any size mounted at the discretion of the participant (includes exhibiting a “Photo Statuette” or a “Panorama” picture); or 2) a single print illustrating an “enlargement”, which shall consist of an enlargement print, accompanied by the original print, mounted at the discretion of the participant; or 3) a collection of prints illustrating one of the “activities” the participant completed for the project, consisting of at least five and not more than 10 photographs mounted at the discretion of the exhibitor; or 4) a single original print illustrating a “News Story”, which shall be an original photo mounted at the discretion of the exhibitor and accompanied by the published article.  Each participant may also bring any extra materials they feel might demonstrate their learning experiences of the current project year but participants are not required to do so.  Photochemical developing and printing may be done by the participant, but is not required.

ADVENTURES WITH ADJUSTABLE CAMERAS (#583)

Each participant is required to bring one of the following four items for exhibit: 1) one print of any size mounted at the discretion of the participant; or 2) a single print illustrating an “Enlargement”, which shall consist of an enlargement print mounted at the discretion of the participant and be accompanied by the original print; or 3) a collection of prints illustrating one of the “activities” the exhibitor completed for the project, consisting of at least five and not more than 10 pictures mounted at the discretion of the exhibitor; or 4) a single original print illustrating a “News Story”, which shall be an original photo mounted at the discretion of the participant and be accompanied by the published article.  Each participant may also bring any extra materials they feel might demonstrate their learning experiences of the current project year, but participants are not required to do so.  Photochemical developing and printing may be done by the participant, but is not required.

J-4
ADVANCED PHOTOGRAPHY (Self-Determined Photography #365)

Each participant is required to bring one of the following six items for exhibit: 1) one print  of any size mounted at the discretion of participant; or 2) a collection of prints illustrating a “Picture Story” or a “Documentary”, which shall consist of at least five and not more than 10 mounted prints; or 3) a single original print illustrating a “News Story”, which shall consist of an original photo mounted at the discretion of the participant and be accompanied by the published article; or 4) a single print illustrating an “Enlargement”, which shall consist of the enlargement print mounted at the discretion of the participant and be accompanied by the original print; or 5) a series of slides illustrating a “Slide Story”, which shall consist of at least five and not more than 10 slides which shall be exhibited in a Kodak carousel tray; or 6) a collection of digital images illustrating a “Picture Story” or a “Documentary” which shall consist of at least five and not more that 10 digital images that can be viewed on a laptop computer brought by the participant and must be accompanied by a “hard copy” version of the photos.  Each participant may also bring any extra materials they feel might demonstrate the learning experiences of the current project year, but participants are not required to do so.  Participants in this class are encouraged to bring their Self-Determined project manual (4-H 365) showing involvement in and progress made toward completing their Self-Determined project.  It is not necessary for exhibitor to have competed in classes J-1, J-2, or J-3 prior to entering this class.  Photochemical developing and printing may be done by the exhibitor and is encouraged.
AWARDS AND SPONSORS

1. A participation award will be given to all participants, sponsored by the Ohio State Fair.

2. An “Outstanding of the Day” award will be presented to the top 20% in each class, sponsored by The Ohio State Fair.

3. A first place plaque shall be presented to each class winner.  These plaques were sponsored by E.L.K. Promotions in 2005.

4. A clock trophy will be awarded for the overall “Best of Show” for classes J-1 through J-4.

5. In addition to all other awards, 12-15 pictures will be selected to be displayed in the Ohio Room at the National 4-H Center and in other special 4-H Photography exhibits throughout the year.
