GENERAL GUIDELINES

Age of Participants:

· Junior – (age 13 years and under)
· Senior – (age 14 & older)

Participation Guidelines:

· Counties may have a maximum of nine (9) participants in Woodworking Day activities, with no more than two entries per class and no individual participating in more than one class.

· Winner of any one class in 2005 is not eligible to participate in the same class for 2006. 
· Projects will be on display during the interview period and may be displayed following the judging period if space is available.

· All exhibits are to be removed from the Youth Discovery Center by 7:00 p.m.

· Exhibitors may not use projects which were made for school.

Type of Evaluation:

· Participant will have a personal interview evaluation with a judge.

· Each participant will complete a project at the fair

· Judge will evaluate participant on the following basis (also see sample score sheet):

30%  Knowledge (Basic concepts learned in the project)

30%  Skill project made at fair

20%  Interview (Presentation of the project)

20%  Project Display (Quality)

Participant to bring:

· Completed registration card signed by County 4-H Educator.

· Completed project book.

· Exhibitors shall display one or more articles from their project book or an article(s) requiring the same skills as contained in the project books (members may use any or all tools listed in lower level classes).  Remember it is the demonstration of skills and not the number of projects or the size of the project that is judged.

· Refer to additional project requirements as listed in class list below.

CLASSES:

J-1 Measuring Up – Junior – Unit 1
Participants should exhibit a project, which shows they have learned how to use hand tools including:  rule, utility square, framing square, combination square, hand crosscut saw, drill, C-clamp, steel bar clamp, wood file, rasp, hammer, nail set.  Use of all tools is not required, although it helps.

J-2 Measuring Up – Senior – Unit 1

Same description as above.
J-3 Making the Cut – Junior – Unit 2
Participants should exhibit a project which shows they have learned how to use tools including:  steel tape, 

t-bevel, miter box, wood chisels, hand jig saw, back saw, scroll saw, hand stapler, power stapler, power sander, paint brush, single and double incline planes.  Use of all tools is not required, although it helps.

J-4 Making the Cut – Senior – Unit 2


Same description as above.
J-5 Nailing It Together – Junior – Unit 3
Participants should exhibit a project which shows they have learned how to use tools including:  mallot, table saw, radial arm saw, circular saw.  Use of all tools is not required, although it helps.

J-6 Nailing It Together – Senior – Unit 3

Same description as above.
J-7 Finishing Up – Unit 4
Participants should exhibit a project, which shows they have learned how to use tools including:  dovetail saw, power router, portable power planer, thickness planer, power jointer, hand scraper.  Use of all tools is not required, although it helps.

J-8 Advanced Self-Determined Woodworking Project
Participants can use a variety of tools and woodworking techniques to create a project.  Projects might include: intarsia, carvings (relief and 3D), sculpting, marquetry, and lathe work.  All tools used on project.

AWARDS

1. All participants shall receive a participation award sponsored by The Ohio State Fair.

2. “Outstanding of the Day” awards will be presented to the top 20% of class participant, sponsored by The Ohio State Fair.

3. The winner of each class will receive a clock trophy.  The 2005 event was sponsored by the Ohio 4-H Foundation.

Criteria for Scoring Woodworking Projects

4-H’ers can expect their state level projects to be evaluated in the following manner:

Knowledge of Subject 






30 percent of grade

According to the tools identified in the project book and skills learned from the project, judges will be able to get a feel of the breadth of knowledge each 4-H’er has for the project level.  For example, did the youth learn one new skill or a few new skills; did they do a good job making a project demonstrating the skills they learned: does the level of difficulty match the youth’s age and experience level?

Skill Project made at fair






30 percent of grade
By making a project at the fair, 4-H’ers can demonstrate their proficiency with selected tools, cuts and measurements.  This component of the evaluation is important to help judges understand the proficiency of skills possessed by the child.  Time limits are given for each project so that 4-H’ers can keep moving through the judging process.  (Reference the skill project descriptions for current tools and materials used in each state fair class).

Home project brought to judging





20 percent of grade
The project built at home will be evaluated according to the skills and tools learned from the project book.  The score sheet has an area to select the types of tools used on the home project for each project area.  Participants in higher classes should also show knowledge and the use of tools in previous levels.  As always, it is important the student show proficiency and use of tools in the class they are enrolled; other tools used from higher project levels will not count towards project grade.  Youth will not be disqualified for using tools in higher levels; they just won’t get credit for using them.  There is not a standard project that every student be expected to make; we want youth to make a project that interests them and is of some use.  However, students will be graded against the same standards using similar tools and skills (as identified in their 4-H project), even though their projects will look differently than other 4-H’ers in the same level.

Interview Skills







20 percent of grade
The interview is an important component to the evaluation process.  The 4-H program is not in the business of selecting the 4-H’ers who have the most tools in their tool box, or who can build the best bird house.  The 4-H program helps youth develop critical “life” skills that will help them in future experiences.  The important part of the project completion is the youth’s understanding of what he or she has achieved, and how well this information can be communicated to an adult volunteer.  Building communication skills, learning how to interview, and speaking with a positive attitude helps youth build their self-esteem and become confident in their speaking abilities.

Dear 2006 State 4-H Woodworking Participant:

Congratulations!  You have been selected to represent your county at the State 4-H Woodworking Day at the Ohio State Fair.  The contest will be held in the Youth Discovery Center, Monday, August 7, 2006.  Please check the time on your registration card.  Each county can select no more than nine participants, therefore, being chosen is an honor of which you can be proud.  For more details and last minute changes see the website:  www.4hengineering.osu.edu.
To register, bring your completed registration card (signed by your 4-H Extension Educator) to the 4-H Woodworking registration table in the Youth Discovery Center.  Registration will begin 15 minutes before the scheduled class time.  You will then receive an exhibitor number and be directed to the workshop area.  If possible bring a photo (approximately 4x6) of your project to give to your interview judge. You are not being judged on the quality of the photo; it’s purpose is to help the judges remember specific projects and participants.
In the center workshop area, you will be required to demonstrate your woodworking skill by completing the appropriate project for your class.  We highly recommend that you practice making your skill project before you come to the fair.  The descriptions for each class are enclosed with this letter.  All materials and tools will be provided and you will be supervised while you do the work yourself.  FOR HEALTH AND SAFETY REASONS, we require you to wear eye protection (either safety glasses or goggles).  Please bring your own since we have been advised that there is a possibility of transmitting eye diseases by sharing.  However, there will be goggles available for those who don’t have their own.  Contestants should be suitably dressed for working with wood.  No open toe shoes will be permitted in the working area.

After leaving the workshop area you will then go to your interview judge with two wood projects: the skill project you have just completed, and the wood project you have made at home.  Because of space limitations and the large number of participants in this activity, we ask that you remove your project from the judging area when you have completed your interview.  Projects may be on display for one hour following judging in the Youth Discovery Center (when space permits).  Large or heavy project displays may be hauled directly to the north door of the Youth Discovery Center using the Ohio State Fair Load/Unload pass, which is available through your county Extension Office.

When you have completed your judging events, you are free to enjoy the fair.  At 4:30 p.m., awards will be presented on the center stage of the Youth Discovery Center.  You are encouraged to attend this presentation.

Project for participants in J-1 and J-2

Given: 1 x 4 stock, 1 workmate bench, 1 hammer, 1 nail set, nails, 1 rule, 1 combination square, 1 crosscut hand saw, and 1 drill (both an electric and a hand drill will be available).

Cut and assemble two pieces as shown in ten minutes.
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Project for participants in J-3 and J-4

Given: 1 x 4 stock, 1 workmate bench, 1 combination square, 1 crosscut hand saw, 1 steel tape measure, 1 miter box, 1 back saw, wood glue, nails, 3/8 spade bits, 1 drill (both an electric and a hand drill will be available).

Cut piece as shown and attach corner cut-off with glue and a nail, in ten minutes.
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Project for participants in J-5 and J-6

Given: 1 x 4 stock, 1 workmate bench, 1 steel tape measure, 1 combination square, 1 mallet, 1 crosscut hand saw, 1 screwdriver, #8 screw pilot, #8-1 ½” screws, wood glue, taper plugs, 1 drill (both an electric and a hand drill will be available).

Cut and assemble two pieces as shown in ten minutes.
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Project for participants in J-7 and J-8

Given: 1 x 4 stock pre-cut to size, 1 workmate bench, 1 steel tape measure, 1 combination square, 1 sliding T-bevel square, 1 dovetail saw, and 1 coping saw.

Make a dovetail joint to assemble two pieces as shown in fifteen minutes.
