GENERAL GUIDELINES

1. A member who has been a clock trophy winner in any one class in 2005 is not eligible to participate in the same class in 2006.
2. Counties may have up to a total of twenty (20) entries in Classes J-1 through J-5 inclusive, with no more than five entries in any one class and with no individual member participating in more than one class.

3. An individual who has participated in one of these classes in a previous year will be expected to present a different demonstration than he or she gave previously.

4. A member who has won the top award in a Junior class will not be able to participate in the Intermediate or Senior division until the age requirement is reached.

5. Judges will evaluate all demonstrations and illustrated talks using the following criteria: appearance, intro, delivery, content, conclusion, materials, and personal interview with the participant(s).

6. A demonstration or illustrated talk, whether given by an individual or a team, should last between 6 and 15 minutes. 10 points will be deducted if demonstration is under 6 minutes or over 15 minutes. Contest participants are welcome to ask audience members if there are any questions after the demonstration has concluded. Any time used to ask or answer questions after a demonstration has concluded will not be considered part of the actual demonstration time. 

7. A team demonstration will consist of two people sharing the speaking and teaching role.  When members of a team fall into different age categories (one Junior class and one Senior class), they will participate in the older aged class.

8. A member or team may select any topic for his or her demonstration or illustrated talk, except for those noted under guideline #14 below.  A member may bring and use any materials and posters that would help visually illustrate his or her topic to the audience, except those noted under guidelines #11, and #13.

9. Demonstration topics, materials, and posters should be selected and prepared by the 4-H member.  Topics, materials and posters previously used by someone else in another demonstration should not be utilized.

10. Two easels, a microphone, and a table with a mirror and/or a table without a mirror will be available for use by participants in each demonstration area upon request.

11. All demonstrations will be held inside the Youth Discovery Center. Due to the limitations of the building’s facilities, no large animals (i.e. Horse, Beef, Sheep, Goat, Dairy or Hogs over 20 pounds) may be used in a 4-H demonstration.  Members should adjust the topic of the demonstration or use model animals if necessary.  Any small animal (under 20 pounds) used in a 4-H Demonstration must meet the Ohio Department of Agriculture Livestock Health Requirements found in the Ohio State Fair Livestock Exhibitor Handbook, and be appropriately restrained.

12. Due to anticipated higher number of participants, it is expected that all exhibitors be prepared to start their demonstration within two minutes of the judges calling them.  Participants must set up their demonstration on their own with no outside assistance.  There will be a judge’s assistant to assist the participants.

13. Firearms, bows, arrows, and weapons are not permitted on the fairgrounds - and may not be used in a 4-H demonstration or illustrated talk.  Plastic replicas are permissible.

14. Demonstrations or illustrated talks in the specific subject matter area of horse should NOT be entered in the classes in this section but rather under the appropriate classes of the Horse Public Speaking Contest.

15. Power Point presentations are judged as an Illustrated Talk.

3. Each day, a 4-H clock trophy will be given in each class.  In 2005,Clock trophies were sponsored by The Ohio Township Association

Congratulations!  You have been selected to represent your county in the State 4-H Demonstration and Illustrated Talk Contest at the Ohio State Fair.  Since each county is limited on the number of individuals who can participate in this contest, being chosen to represent your county at the Ohio State Fair is an honor of which you can be proud. 

The contest will be held in the Youth Discovery Center August 8, 9, and10, 2006.  Please check the schedule on the enclosed registration card for the day and time your county will participate.  Also, please make sure to review the enclosed copy of the Demonstrations and Illustrated Talks Contest guidelines and score sheet (Section J-1104 from the 2006 Ohio 4-H State Fair Handbook) before you attend the Ohio State Fair.  These guidelines and score sheet can be extremely helpful in answering many basic questions you may have concerning the contest.  A map has also been enclosed to indicate where you should be able to park.  

If you are bringing a heavy item or small animal, contact your county Extension Office and request an Ohio State Fair Loading/Unloading parking sticker.  With this sticker, you will be able to pull your vehicle up to the Youth Discovery Center and unload before being required to park.  Please note that if you plan to unload, you must do it BEFORE you park to avoid being charged twice for parking. 

On the day of the event, plan to report to the registration table in the Youth Discovery Center no more than 15 minutes before your county’s scheduled time.  Please remember to bring your completed registration card (which has been signed by your county Educator), your Ohio State Fair map, and your demonstration materials along with you.  Once you arrive in the Youth Discovery Center, please go to the registration table to be “checked-in.”  After turning in your registration card, you will then be directed to a stage to give your demonstration/illustrated talk.  At the stage area, you will be able to check with a 4-H assistant to find out how many members are scheduled ahead of you.  

We plan to have you finished with your presentation and your personal interview with the judge within one hour from the time you arrive.  When you have completed this process, you are free to enjoy the fair until 5:00 p.m. at which time awards will be presented at the large stage in the center of the Youth Discovery Center.  Thank you and we hope you enjoy your day at the Ohio State Fair!
