State 4-H Leadership Camp Behavior Guidelines
1.
Camp is such a good experience because we all try to be at our best at all times.  Everyone is expected to “be nice” (friendly, mature, respectful, caring, fair, trustworthy & responsible!) throughout the week. 

2.
State 4-H Leadership Camp has been the epitome of successful “learn by doing” leadership development since 1946.  Campers are responsible for planning, conducting, and evaluating most of the program through committees, leadership family groups, cabin groups, and other committees.  Leadership Camp is based on ten youth leadership development principles.  We a) build our program around purposes and goals, b) have high expectations of, confidence in and respect for everyone, c) emphasize experiential learning and involve campers in real leadership, d) learn and discuss the history, values, and beliefs of our society, e) promote  understanding and tolerance of other people and societies, f) involve campers in collaborative experiences and networking, g) help develop leadership skills, h) involve campers in positive working relationships with mentors and role models, i) facilitate the development of individual strengths, and j) involve campers in service to others, our communities, our countries, and our world. 

3.
Illegal drugs, alcohol, sex, weapons, firecrackers and other kinds of fireworks are prohibited.  (Breaking this rule will result in immediate separation from the program, and you will be required to call your parents or guardian for transportation home.)  Prohibited items may be deposited in the "contraband box" in the women's staff cabin before supper August 10 to avoid being sent home.  Anything legal for owners to possess may be picked up after 10:00 AM, August 14.  Illegal items will be destroyed or turned over to authorities as appropriate.  Unclaimed and lost & found items will be taken to the State 4-H Office after camp, and may be retrieved there.  On Sept. 1, remaining items will be donated to charity or discarded.

4.
Use of tobacco & tobacco products by minors is prohibited.  Tobacco use is prohibited in buildings and outdoors.  
5.
Between lights out and sunrise, campers are permitted in only three (3) places—their assigned cabins, the nearest restroom or the nurses’ station.  If a camper is found to be missing, we will search these three places.  If not found, parents/guardians will be called and may be asked to come and help find their camper.

6.
Campers are not permitted to leave camp at any time without the consent of the Camp Director.

7.
As a means of risk management, the Camp Ohio Board has decided that youth participants will not be permitted to possess cell phones during camp, and the Camp Ohio staff may confiscate cell phones they see.  If you brought a cell phone to camp, please keep it locked up and put away, or label it with your name and place it in the “contraband box” for safekeeping.  Calls to let your family know you arrived should be made before the opening assembly on August 10.  Calls from Camp Ohio phones must be collect or calling card, and permission must be obtained from a camp dean, the nurse, or an Extension director before making calls during Leadership Camp.
8.
Everyone is expected to follow all Camp Ohio policies and procedures including: 

a) 
immediately report injuries to the nurse, 

b) 
wear shoes except when swimming, showering, or sleeping, 
c)
swim only with supervision of a lifeguard, 
d)
use the wooden footbridge and do not walk on the concrete car bridge,
e) wear proper attire at all times - no tube tops, halter-tops or swimsuits in the dining hall; take off hats in the dining hall, for indoor activities, and for the camp picture, 

f) leave the areas we are in as good as or better than we find them; do not litter or leave a mess for someone else to clean up (water balloons and shaving cream are prohibited in or around buildings) 
g) boys are prohibited in the girls’ cabin area, and girls are prohibited in the boys’ cabin area
h) no football, etc.

Leadership Groups


Your “leadership family group” is the group with which you will do the camp tour on the first day, the cook-out, recreation activities such as campfire skits, talent show acts, and other activities you plan.  Leadership groups are also program directors, table-setters, and do camp clean-up responsibilities.  When your group is listed as the “program directors and table-setters”, you are responsible for:
· arriving in the dining hall on time, and setting the tables according to kitchen staff directions
· inviting the campers into the dining hall when the tables are ready, and help them find seats
· serving as emcees for the “program” portion of the meal 

· providing any instructions, introductions, and/or announcements necessary before the meal begins 

· calling the group to order to begin the meal with an inspirational thought, moment of silent reflection, song, or non-denominational and inclusive words of thanks  

· during the meal, check with the camp director, Extension staff, camp dean, Camp Ohio staff, and spirit committee members for announcements to be made after everyone is finished eating

· directing table clean-up activities as needed
· after the tables have been cleared and all dishes and food items returned to the kitchen, arrange for or lead group singing of a few songs, and/or provide other positive and appropriate group activities 

· share announcements and serve as emcees to introduce mealtime speakers and guests

· dismiss the campers at the end of the meal (by family groups for camp clean-up after breakfast)
· stay after everyone has left to sweep the floor and make sure the hall is ready for the next meal
· for the remainder of the morning, afternoon, or evening that the group is serving as program directors:

- assist program committees with their programs as needed and make sure everything is ready to go

- make sure chairs and equipment are set up, program supplies are there, etc.
- ring the bells behind the dining hall and in the recreation hall at the times indicated on the program 
  to signal that programs and sessions are ready to begin

Camp Clean-Up Responsibilities
Each person is responsible for cleaning up after himself or herself.  Cabin groups are responsible for keeping their cabins clean and the floor swept, picking up litter around their cabins, and emptying their trash into a dumpster. Leadership groups are responsible each day for doing these chores in their assigned areas:

· pick up all litter; sweep down cobwebs; wipe off tables, shelves, etc.

· sweep all floors, steps, etc. with a broom, and take all litter/trash (including trash from waste baskets) to a dumpster and put lost & found items in the boxes in the Dining Hall or Recreation Hall
· for bathrooms, follow Camp Ohio Staff directions
